Most have been resolved but others,
especially more complex cases such as social
services, child protection, planning and housing are
ongoing.

The figures were published by Wirral Council in
response to a Freedom of Information Act request.
The list of all 66 councillors also showed that Labour
councillors in nearby Leasowe & Moreton East had
raised 65 issues for action.

We can't promise to solve every problem but we
will try our best. If necessary we will also bring in
council directors when we think a problem needs a
dose of common sense!
